I see that you edit book proposals. What does that involve?

Usually the first thing you send a publisher is a query letter asking if they want to see your book proposal. If they want to see it, the book proposal is important for helping to sell your book. The proposal needs to be well written and include all the material the publisher requests. (Usually the writers guidelines are on a publisher’s website.) It usually includes two or three sample chapters. For fiction, publishers often like to see the whole book. You will also need a cover letter, and you may need to fill out a specific form for the publisher. 

Obviously My Editor can’t guarantee that a proposal we edit will get your book published, but an editor can look at your proposal and make sure it’s interesting, tells everything the publisher needs to know without being too lengthy, and edit it for grammar, punctuation, and spelling. Editing a proposal includes reading the sample chapters and being sure they’re ready for a publisher’s eye. It’s a good idea to have your proposal ready before you send out queries, and then personalize it a little for any publisher that expresses interest, being sure to include everything that publisher requests.
