Is it better to get editing done on computer or on hard copy?

There are advantages to either. Seeing an edit on hard copy shows you every change alongside your original writing, in a way that isn’t confusing. (Word has a feature called “track changes,” but it can be a little confusing if you aren’t used to it.) But with an edit on hard copy you have to key in the changes yourself. In addition, an editor can’t readily make complicated changes, such as moving material around, on the hard copy. Edits are generally done on the computer so that the final version is clean. If your manuscript was typed rather than entered on computer, we can still work with it, but plan to send a copy rather than the original.
